The authority has been spearheading the cause of promoting quality
residential and industrial infrastructure along with other development
activities under its jurisdiction, which extends from Panagarh to Barakar in
the District of Burdwan (West Bengal) with a total area of 1615.9 Sq. Kms.
In its objective to attract substantial investments in all the major sectors,
ADDA has collaborated with various private sector companies for

developmental initiatives.

To name the few, the Residential Project with Bengal Ambuja at Durgapur,
the Residential-cum-Commercial Project with Bengal Shristi at Asansol and
Durgapur, The Truck Terminus at Raniganj with Bengal Shristi deserves
special mention. ADDA has also recently launched Shopping Complex at
Asansol G.T. Road (Old), Multistoried Housing project at Durgapur, a Super
Specialty Recreational-cum-Commercial Hub at Durgapur and Asansol,
through Private Participation. The area has witnessed remarkable
industrialization with the establishment of industrial estates at Asansol,
Mangalpur, Export Promotion Industrial Park and Durgapur. The up coming
Jamuria Industrial Estate in about 900 acres of land is also another step
towards ADDA’'s achievements.

In its endeavor to promote information technology and education, ADDA
allocated land for software Technology Park, different engineering colleges,
schools, medical college and hospital etc. Some of them have already started
functioning with great success. Apart from the Software Park of Pinnacle
InfoTech Solutions Pvt. Ltd., some of the major |.T. Companies like
Assurgent Technology Pvt. Solutions, Hinduja TMT Group, Turlogix etc. have
also expressed their keen interest in obtaining land for establishment of
their company offices. ADDA has welcomed them by earmarking desired

land for their project.

It should also be mentioned that ADDA has established the major residential
areas with all infrastructure at Durgapur City Centre, Bidhannagar and
Sector-H of Kanyapur Satellite Town Ship (KSTP) at its own endeavor and it
has already planned to expand further residential areas at Durgapur,
Raniganj and Asansol to meet with the ever increasing residential demand.
Several other projects such as Logistic Hub, Commercial Hubs, Drinking

Water Supply, Sewerage and Urban Renewal are also in the pipeline.

Asansol Urban Area comprising of five Urban Local Bodies, i.e. Asansol
Municipal Corporation, Durgapur Municipal Corporation, Raniganj
Municipality, Kulti Municipality and Jamuria Municipality has been
declared a Mission City under JN-NURM.

The
first installment fund of the sanctioned project cost has been received from
both the Central Government and State Government. The fund is presently
being utilized for procurement of collection and transportation equipments

by the urban local bodies.

The licensee for the both the facilities shall be selected on the basis of

best Expression of Interest received along with the financial returns.

TERMS OF LICENSE

The licensee shall have to execute a license agreement where Asansol
Durgapur Development Authority shall be the licensor. The period of
license is initially for 15 years. After the expiry of the licensing period
Asansol Durgapur Development Authority shall go for further EOI
where the existing licensee shall be free to participate unless

disqualified otherwise.

There are some movable & immovable properties mentioning in
Annexure-l presently at the site, which shall be handed over during
possession to the licensee at the time of execution of license for
running Amusement Park. However the actual details of inventory will

be made jointly with Licensee.

Existing ropeway system within the park is being operated separately
by M/S Ropeway & Resorts (P) Ltd. and the company will run this
business separately in feature also using the the common facilities of
the park. Revenue of the same would not be included within the scope

The Licensee shall employ such persons as may be required for
smooth running of the aforesaid works at their own costs, risk and
responsibility and none of such employees shall have any connection

or concern with the licensor.

That the licensee shall take all possible steps to make the schedule
property as a good, pleasant, healthy, pollution free attractive park in

consultation and under supervision of the licensor.

The licensee shall have the right to display board / advertisement
themselves in the amusement park after obtaining written permission
from the lcensor within the ear-marked space. This shall not affect
